Had she somehow forgotten
about East's ten? Not at all, for she had been looking at
#9865 VK732 OKQJ1064 #— .Yes, there were two dia-
mond tens in this particular pack! (The rogue probably got
left behind from a previous set.) It had to be removed from

declarer's hand and she was two down, -300.

Two things are worth noting from this episode; first, al-
ways remember to count your cards; second, West ducked
two rounds of diamonds. | recall Terence Reese writing that
in this type of position the average defender is more likely
to duck with ace to three than ace to four, and had declar-
er been playing with 13 cards she would have made the
contract by playing a low diamond on the third round.
