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Tarzan Triumphs is a 1943 adventure film in which Tarzan
fights the Nazis. Johnny Weismuller had portrayed the pop-
ular Edgar Rice Burroughs character in six films with
Metro-Goldwyn-Mayer, but this was his first with the pro-
ducer Sol Lesser at RKO Pictures. Weismuller was an
American swimmer and actor best known for playing
Tarzan in films of the 1930s and 1940s and for having one
of the best competitive swimming records of the 20th cen-
tury. Weissmuller was one of the world's fastest swimmers
in the 1920s, winning five Olympic gold medals for swim-
ming and one bronze medal for water polo. He won fifty-
two US National Championships, set sixty-seven world
records and was purportedly undefeated in official compe-
tition for the entirety of his competitive career. After his
swimming career, he became the sixth actor to portray
Edgar Rice Burroughs's ape man, Tarzan, a role he played in
twelve motion pictures. Dozens of other actors have also
played Tarzan, but Weissmuller is by far the best known. His
character's distinctive,Tarzan yell, is still often used in films.
As most of you will know the Precision system employed
by the Netherlands Simon de Wijs and Bauke 'the Profes-
sor' Muller is derived from linking their surnames, Weijs-
Muller which naturally translates to Tarzan.

on a natural approach with 5 car majors and longer minor,
a 15-17 1NT and weak twos in three suits.

Do you think South should have bid more than 4]? North
might have bid the same way with a weaker hand, say: [Q4
]QJ10962 {AK72 }6 when 6] is still a good spot (as is
6NT by South). Only two pairs bid the slam, but +680 was
worth only 2/10.

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This gripping novel is written by Swedish novelist Henning
Mankell, author of the Wallander mysteries that have be-
come immensely popular following their dramatisation by
the BBC starring Kenneth Branag has the eponymous po-
lice inspector. The series (three seasons so far) has won a
Broadcasting Press Guild Award (Best Actor for Branagh)
and six British Academy Television Awards, including Best
Drama Series.
In the Man from Beijing, the local police in a sleepy ham-
let in north Sweden make a chilling discovery; nineteen
people have been brutally slaughtered. It is a crime un-
precedented in Sweden's history and the police are under
incredible pressure to solve the killings.
When Judge Birgitta Roslin reads about the massacre, she
realises that she has a family connection to one of the cou-
ples involved and decides to investigate. When the police
make a hasty arrest, it is left to her to investigate the
source of a nineteenth century diary and red silk ribbon
found near the crime scene. What she will uncover leads
her into an international web of corruption and a story of
vengeance that stretches back over a hundred years. The
narrative also chronicles the lives of several characters liv-
ing during the mid -19th century in China and the United
States, whose experiences are somehow also connected to
the mass killings. As the plot unfolds, extending across four
continents, Roslin unintentionally becomes embroiled in a
web of international corruption and political intrigue.
I can't promise you anything as dramatic as that, but at the
end of the Men's Individual the winner might well be de-
scribed as The Man from Beijing.
